What is Careers Education and Guidance (CEG)?

Careers Education and Guidance is provided by the Academy to all learners in different ways. The aim of CEG is to help learners become responsible for their own learning and plan carefully where they want to be at the end of their time at the Academy.

CEG takes place within lessons, through outside speakers in assemblies and through visits to employers. Depending on their age your children will learn about how to research different jobs, how to make decisions at options times and what opportunities exist for learners once they leave. This could include looking at further and higher education (university) or looking at the opportunities for work and apprenticeships.

Is individual guidance available?
Learners have the opportunity for 1:1 careers interviews with Mr Fox, the Academy’s Careers Adviser, once they are in Year 9 when help will be available during the GCSE options process. In Year 10 1:1 support will be available should any learner require it, and then in Year 11 and 6th form all learners have the opportunity for a careers interview whenever they need it throughout the year. Learners may have more than one interview.

Careers interviews can be arranged after school if parents/carers would like to attend.

The Connexions Service
There is also a Connexions Personal Adviser attached to the school who is there to support learners with additional needs and help them plan their future. Eileen Reid is in school two days per week and works with the SENCO Mrs Smart to support these learners.
